for the Stephen Lewis Foundation and help turn the tide of AIDS in 15 African countries.

Led by Jillian Zimmerman and her dynamic team, the second annual Amazing Race Against
Time is an Oakville-wide event aimed at teens and young adults, a demographic often
overlooked by traditional fundraising initiatives. The Race is set to take place Oct. 3.

Designed to mimic the popular television show, The Amazing Race (CBS), for the 2009 Oakville
Race, teams of two individuals will compete for three hours in a series of exciting tasks around
the Oakville area. Tasks are designed to challenge individual mental and physical capabilities
as well as encourage teamwork.

The race will also have a strong educational component, providing information for participants
about the plight of AIDS in Africa.

In addition to mandatory tasks, teams can collect extra points by performing smaller optional
challenges (the scavenger hunt), intended to encourage creative and strategic thinking. Teams
will have to choose which of these smaller challenges they would like to undertake keeping in
mind that they must complete the ‘race’ before the three hour deadline. Teams will be awarded
points for completed tasks and challenges, for their efficiency in completing the race, and for the
amount of money each team raises. All points will be tallied at the end of the race and the
winning team will be awarded a small prize at the closing ceremonies of the event.

Last year, the Amazing Race Against Time event raised more than $9,000 for the Stephen
Lewis Foundation.
